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Hälle and Linda Flygare - Canadian Adventurers  

from Canmore, Alberta

Linda and Hälle Flygare are long-time residents of Canmore, Alberta. They are outdoor enthusiasts and 

adventurers. HäƭƭŜΩǎ ŜŀǊƭȅ ƛƴǘŜǊŜǎǘǎ ŀƴŘ ŜȄǇŜǊƛŜƴŎŜǎ ŀǎ ŀ ȅƻǳƴƎ ǇŜǊǎƻƴ ƎǊƻǿƛƴƎ ǳǇ ƛƴ {ǿŜŘŜƴ ǎƘŀǇŜŘ Ƙƛǎ 

future career in Canada. As a boy he enjoyed reading books about the early trappers and in his early 

teens he worked in the darkroom at a camera store developing film and printing pictures. His love of 

nature and the outdoors drew him to an opportunity to work in the forestry industry in Sweden. In 

order to broaden his experience in this field, he was sent to work in Canada for a period of time in 1959. 

He then returned to complete his studies in Sweden. After acquiring his forestry degree, he immigrated 

to Canada in order to seek full time work in the industry in 1962. 

Hälle was born in Lund Sweden in 1939 and Linda (maiden name Powley) was from Regina 

Saskatchewan where she was born 1941. Hälle met Linda in Whistler BC and they were married in 

Edmonton in 1968.  Before this time Linda travelled around the world for two and a half years working 

in various jobs. LindaΩǎ father, Bud Powley, was a professional hockey player in the US. Hälle and Linda 

first lived together in Mica, British Columbia while Hälle worked for the forestry industry and Linda 

served as a camp cook.

across the continent is significant because it was the last thread in the fur trade network that once 
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stretched Canada wide. Sir Alexander Mackenzie was a Scottish explorer known for accomplishing the first 

crossing of North America north of Mexico by a European in 1793. When President Jefferson of the United 

States learned of aŀŎƪŜƴȊƛŜΩǎ exploration, he set forth his own expedition by Lewis and Clark in March 1806 

ending six months later on September 23.   

Hälle and Linda retraced and mapped AlexanderΩǎ trail from the Fraser river in BC to Bella Coola on the Pacific 

Coast of Canada. Their journey was photographed and documented by Peter Tasker and John Woodworth for 

Beautiful British Columbia in 1981. See map below showing their route.  

 

 

The Mackenzie trail in British Columbia is 450 miles long from the Fraser River to Bella Coola. The FlygŀǊŜΩǎ 

retraced the trail several times and Hälle has written a number of books about the Mackenzie trail and 

produced maps and photographs along the route. They both hope that the trail will be restored and 

preserved for future generations. They also marked part the Mackenzie trail in BC. This trail is rugged and 

only suitable for expert hikers (map is from BC Magazine Fall 1991).

In 1972, Hälle and Linda moved to Banff. Hälle was hired as a Park Warden for Banff National Park 

where he worked for the next 17 years. While working in the Park he noticed a significant loss of wildlife 

that had crossed the TransCanada highway. Hälle knew that in Sweden the highways were fenced to 

reduce wildlife collisions and he proposed that they should do the same in Banff and provide 

underpasses for the animals to cross. At first his suggestion was ignored, but after a semi-trailer truck 

killed a large number of elk the establishment acknowledged Hälle was on to something and the park 

began fencing parts of the highway and building underpasses. Today the TransCanada highway has 

fencing, underpasses and overpasses.  Research studies have shown this has significantly reduced 

wildlife-vehicle collisions by more than 80%, and in some cases, over 96% for elk and deer.  

While working in Banff, Hälle was periodically excused from park duties in order to retrace MackenzieΩs 

steps across Alberta. Hälle with Linda followed the Peace, Athabasca, Clearwater and Slave rivers from 

BC to Saskatchewan and from Fort McMurray to the Arctic Ocean. They also measured the trail distance 

in BC using an odometer attached to a bicycle wheel. Hälle continues to write about and advocate for 

the protection of the Alexander Mackenzie trail.

While Hälle worked as a park warden in Banff National Park he also worked withέ problem bearsέ and 

he often educated visitors in a friendly manner. He did not support the idea of Wardens being supplied 

with guns. Guns he felt should only be offered to those specially trained in using them. Hälle had traded 

in his own guns for cameras and became a highly respected photographer.  As an entrepreneur he 

established a successful business selling wildlife photos, wildflower cards and books. He produced a 

popular book on wildflowers that used colour coded pages to facilitate flower identification. Linda 

suggested the use of a colour coding to facilitate the quick identification of wild flowers. His book 

ά²ƛƭŘŦƭƻǿŜǊǎ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ /ŀƴŀŘƛŀƴ wƻŎƪƛŜǎέ sold over 45, 000 copies and is still available today on Amazon. In 

addition, he produced a number of plasticized pamphlets for identifying birds, animals and wild flowers 

that is sold locally. Hälle also served as a photo guide for other professional photographers from around 

the world. He has even published some of his books in Swedish. Hälle and Linda have since travelled to 

numerous locations around the world to take photographs from Antarctica to the Arctic.
